Homework:



Every night, students should read for at least 30 minutes. Math homework is assigned every night
as well. All other subjects assign homework intermittently.

Missing Work Protocol:

Grades are affected by missing work. Students get two extra days to turn in late work, before it
earns a zero in Gradebook. Zeros can bring down grades dramatically. Absence work is not provided
in advanced, so it must be made up once the student returns and is given extra time for completion.

Behavior Expectations:

Positive behavior is expect for all students. Go for the Gold is a program used inside and outside of
class. Tallies are given for any negative behaviors, and once they get either 4 for the day, or 11 for
the week, a student will be put on "Bronze" with many consequences put in place for a week,
including sitting separately from the class during lunch. Students that have no tallies for the week
are on "Gold", and receive many rewards for a week, including prizes. "Silver” students, with less
than 11 tallies, receive some rewards.
